• The nominee must be an MSU alumni. 

• The nominee must have a minimum of five years experience as a practicing K-12 teacher. 

• The nominee must currently be a practicing K-12 schoolteacher. 

• Current members of the College of Education Alumni Association Board of Directors are not 
eligible for consideration as awardees. 

 

Nominees for the Outstanding Alumni K-12 Teacher Award will be selected using the following criteria: 

 

A. The individual must be an actively practicing teacher in a school or school system in which a 
commitment to excellence is clearly evident and in which teaching has been designed to meet the 
overall academic and social needs of all students. 

 

B. There should also be evidence of service and/or achievement above and beyond what is expected in 
the usual school program. 

 

C. There should be some indication of how others have recognized this teacher as a force for 
constructive change. 

 

D. There should be indicators of respect for this teacher from students, colleagues, parents, school 
board members and/or the community-at-large. 

 

E. The individual should be active in his/her community, civic, religious or humanitarian groups or 
activities. 

 

F. The individual should show evidence of having set high expectations for himself/herself and 
students.
