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1. Time to Program Completion
The PhD program is designed to be completed in five years. Students’ progress with their research development usually determines if additional years are needed to complete all PhD requirements.  These milestones are reviewed and addressed by faculty as a part of an annual review of students’ progress at the end of each academic year.  Table 1 below provides the mean (6.1 years), median (5.0 years), and mode (5.0 years) number of years that students have taken to complete the program from the time of first matriculation during the past 8 years, since our last accreditation self-study report.  Data below separated for those who began the program as bachelor-level graduates (i.e., pre-masters) and those who began with advance training in school psychology (i.e., post-educational specialist degree or equivalent).

2. Program Costs (Tuition and Fees) and Fellowships/Funding Available
The total cost per doctoral student (not considering assistantship support) given the current 2010-2011 tuition and fees rate per credit, considering that students in their first year typically complete 12 credits of coursework in Fall and Spring and 6 credits in the first summer semester would be $32,325 for an out-of-state student, and $16,942.50 for an in-state student.  We note that all of our doctoral students have held the equivalent of half-time assistantships during the past five years which provides a stipend in the range of $6208 to $7144 per semester, provides medical insurance, and tuition remission on 9 credits in each of the fall and spring semester, and in-state tuition levels for any credits not covered by the assistantship.  Thus, the actual cost per doctoral students for 2010-2011 is $1694 in tuition and fees for the fall and spring semester. Financial aid, grants, loans, and fellowships also are available to students who are eligible.

3. Internship Acceptance Rates
As an APA-accredited doctoral training program, we require our students to complete a supervised predoctoral internship. MSU Doctoral Students have competed successfully for internships during the past 7 years.  We have successfully placed 100% of our students (N=29) who seek a doctoral internship. Those who have applied as a part of the APPIC National Match Process have been successful in getting placed within a national predoctoral internship training site (22 out of 22 students in the past 7 years).  Reasons for not participating in the match typically pertain to limitations of geography and personal circumstances that required the student to stay in the Mid-Michigan area to complete their 2000 hour predoctoral internship placement. All of our students complete internships that at a minimum meet CDSPP internship guidelines.

4. Student Attrition Rates
A total of 53 doctoral students (avg. 7.6 students per year) have been enrolled in the program since 2005. Eleven (21%) of those enrollees are no longer enrolled in the program as the majority of students who left (9 of 11: 82%) changed career goals within the first two years of their enrollment within the doctoral program.

5. Licensure Outcomes
Of the 28 graduates of the MSU School Psychology doctoral program since 2004, 5 of them currently are licensed as psychologists in the states where they reside, for a licensure rate of 18%. Ten recent graduates are in the process of securing licensure as a psychologist but have not yet completed all post-degree requirements of their state licensing board.
