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Resolved, That the committee may employ such consultants, aides, and assistants as it deems
necessary to conduct its study; the committee may call upon the Legislative Service Bureau,
subject to approval of the Legislative Council, for such services and assistance as it deems nec-
essary and may request information and assistance from state departments and agencies; and
be it further

Resolved, That the members of the committee shall serve without compensation, but shall
be entitled to actual and necessary travel and other expenses incurred in the performance of
official duties, the expenses of the members of the Senate to be paid from the appropriations to
the Senate, not to exceed $15,000.00, and the expenses of the members of the House to be paid
from the appropriations to the House of Representatives.
