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The Partnership to Prepare Global and International Educators (P-GLIE) is a collaborative project to support global and international teaching in teacher education courses at Michigan State University and Michigan K-12 schools. This partnership connects MSU departments and teaching faculty, area studies centers, MSU Libraries, LATTICE (Linking All Types of Teachers to International Cross-cultural Education), local K-12 teachers, and the East Lansing Public Library.
